Harpoon IPA – Windsor, VT 4 
American Pale Ale 5.9% ABV 

The hops in this New England classic exhibit floral and grassy characteristics both  
on the nose and palate 

 

Bell’s Porter – Kalamazoo, MI  4 
American Porter  5.4% ABV 

Brewed with sweet vermouth, bitters and other botanicals, this beer was aged on  
Rittenhouse Rye Whiskey barrels. We don’t serve it up. 

 

Upland Nut Hugger Brown – Bloomington, IN 4 
American Brown Ale 5.2% ABV 

A completely quaffable brown ale with a quick finish spiked by a bright toastiness. 
 

Two Brothers Domaine du Page –  Warrenville, IL      5 
Biere de Garde  5.9%  

This French country-style ale brings together a round malt character & revitalizing 
freshness through the finish. 

 

Three Floyds Alpha King – Munster, IN       4 
American Pale Ale  6% ABV 

Truly the king of alpha acids: all others pale in comparison. 
 

Founders Cerise – Grand Rapids, MI 5 
Cherry Ale  6.5% ABV 

It’s time to bury the hatchet with fruit beer!  This refreshing, slightly tart cherry  
ale gets it right! 

 

Founders Red’s Rye – Grand Rapids, MI       4 
Bringing out the best rye malt has to offer, Red’s Rye doses your palate  

with aggressive hops and a spicy earthiness. 
 

Bell’s Amber – Kalamazoo, MI  4 
Amber Ale 5.3% ABV 

The light body and well balanced caramel malts make this a great session beer. 
 

Van Steenberge Piraat – Ertvelt, Belgium     7 
Belgian Strong/IPA     10.5% ABV 

A Belgian fit for ruffians of class and fortitude.  The classic spice of Belgian yeasts with all the 
benefits of a clean hop finish.  Served in 14.5oz goblet 

 

Franziskaner Hefe-Weisse – Munich, Germany           4.5 
Hefeweizen 5% ABV   

Cloudy and well endowed with the banana and clove you’ve grown to  
love in traditional German wheat beers.
